Dear Hospitals, Health Care and Human Services Committee, 

This letter is in support of the Montgomery County Jail Health Care Treatment Unit project in the 
Priority Development and Advocacy Committee process. 

Like many communities nationwide, Montgomery County is seeing an increased need for behavioral 
health services and resources, especially for our most vulnerable citizens. The Montgomery County Jail 
inmates reflect our community, and behavioral health needs are significant. Many inmates have underlying 
health issues, and limited resources in jail further complicate an individual's recovery and ability to 
succeed upon release. 

Community members, courts, contractor experts and the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office have 
invested resources and time to address overcrowding in the jail, to include the implementation of 
alternatives to incarceration, yet, while the population is down, the health needs of inmates continue to 
grow. While the Montgomery County Jail has experienced a 26% decrease in the average jail population 
over the past several years, there has been a significant increase in spending on psychotropic 
medications and trips to the hospital for inmates experiencing severe medical and mental health 
conditions. Additionally, some programming and services for inmates were eliminated to make space for 
behavioral health treatment. 

The Montgomery County Board of County Commissioners is requesting funding to re-purpose existing 
jail square footage, allowing for more space to provide detox, suicide prevention treatment and medical 
care. The planned renovation we’d like you to support would also better utilize the intake/booking area. 

 
In 2023, more than 1,000 individuals were treated for withdrawal in the Montgomery County Jail, and over 
half of the inmates reported having a chronic condition. The behavior health unit will add 100 treatment 
beds, improving inmate health outcomes, providing staff the required space to facilitate quality care and 
helping individuals succeed upon release into the community.

But with limited clinical resources in jail, 
we are unable to properly assist an individual in their recovery and ability to succeed upon 
release. 

Community members, courts, contractor experts and the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office 
have invested resources and time to address overcrowding in the jail, including the 
implementation of alternatives to incarceration. Yet, while the population is down, the health 
needs of inmates continue to grow. While the Montgomery County Jail has experienced a 
26% decrease in the average jail population over the past several years, there has been a 
significant increase in spending on psychotropic medications and trips to our community’s 
acute care hospitals for inmates experiencing severe medical and mental health conditions.  

The Montgomery County Board of County Commissioners is seeking funding through the 
State of Ohio Capital Budget and Strategic Initiatives Fund to re-purpose existing jail 
square footage, allowing for more space to provide detox, suicide prevention treatment and 
medical care. The planned renovation we’d like you to support would also better utilize the 
intake/booking area. 
 
In 2023, more than 1,000 individuals were treated for withdrawal in the Montgomery County 
Jail, and over half of the inmates reported having a chronic condition. The behavior health 
unit will add 100 treatment beds, improving inmate health outcomes, providing staff the 
required space to facilitate quality care and helping individuals succeed upon release into the 
community.
