HVAC upgrades to maintain required temperature and humidity levels, an appropriate fire suppression system for
archival materials, security system, and technology needs.

Includes renovation of physical spaces, move and installation of shelving for collections, the moving of all contents
(collections, equipment, offices) of Special Collections and Archives, furnishings and audio-visual equipment for
public and classroom spaces, furnishings for the preservation lab, and equipment for the oral history lab.
